 In conformity with Rule 29 of the Assembly Rules, the table indicating the number of votes to 
which delegations taking part in the session are entitled will be distributed at the opening of the 
Assembly. Delegates are reminded that votes are allocated in accordance with the provisions of 
Article 15 of the Statutes, which stipulates as follows: 

ARTICLE 15 

1. Only delegates present in person shall have the right to vote.

(c) Any delegation composed exclusively of parliamentarians of the same sex shall have a 
minimum of eight votes (instead of the 10 for mixed delegations) at the Assembly of the 
Inter-Parliamentary Union. For delegations entitled to a certain number of additional 
votes, the overall calculation will be made on the basis of eight votes instead of 10. 

3. A delegation may split its votes so as to express the diverse views of its members. No one 
delegate may record more than 10 votes.

Vladimir Putin ha sido reelecto en las elecciones presidenciales de Rusia con un 

contundente 87,28% de las votos, asegurando asi su quinto mandato en el Kremlin. La 

participaci~n ciudadana fue notable, alcanzando 77%, la cifra ms alta desde la disoluci~n 

de la Union Sovi~tica en 1991. 

Vision: "Un Poder Legislativo fortalecido y comprometido con la sociedad" 

Nikolay Kharitonov con el 4,37% de las votos. El lider tradicional del PCFR, Guennadi 

Ziugnov, opt por no participar en los comicios, posiblemente influenciado por su avanzada 

edad y la percepcin de que estas podrian ser sus ltimas elecciones. Esta decision se vio 

impulsada al esperar un bajo resultado fruto def contexto politico y militar que atraviesa el 

pais desde 2022y el fortalecimiento del control estatal par parte de Putin. La presencia de 

lideres como Ziugnov o la cabeza de la formaci~n liberal Gente Nueva, Alexei Nechayev, 

habria servido para arrojar una mayor legitimidad al resultado holgado de Putin, ya que 

el propio lider comunista habia denunciado irregularidades en elecciones pasadas. Sin 

embargo, ninguno concurri~.

Su manifiesto de campana le presentaba como "opositor a 

las politicas del actual presidente", en contra del "uso injustificado de la fuerza militar 

contra otros paises y a favor de la "cooperacin con los paises occidentales" 

El candidato de carte liberal Vladislav Davankov prometia en su manifiesto ''paz y 

negociaciones en nuestros propios t~rminos" con Ucrania, pero no se declaraba contrario a 

la invasion. Adems, hacia hincapi~ en que su objetivo era mantener una "Rusia fuerte e 

independiente", una narrativa similar utilizada por Putin. Cont con el apoyo del partido 

liberal Gente Nueva que tambi~n ha respaldado la politica exterior del presidente. Davankov 

obtuvo el 3,9% de los votos. A Alexei Navalny, por su parte, se le denego presentar su 

candidatura debido a su condena penal y muri recientemente bajo las duras condiciones de 

una colonia penal rusa del Artico. 

Por ultimo, destacamos el hecho de que se trataban de las primeras elecciones con el nuevo 

liderazgo del Partido Liberal Democratico de Rusia despu~s de la muerte de su lider 

hist~rico, Vladimir Zhirinovsky. El nuevo representante Leonid Slutsky, ha cosechado un 

pirrico 3,2% de los sufragios. 

La relevancia del dato no pasa tanto por el bajo porcentaje, viendo la escasa competitividad 

del proceso electoral, sino en el descenso del partido ultranacionalista a la cuarta posicin, 

incluso por debajo de un candidato que abogaba por la paz. 

Tras la ltima reforma constitucional que auspici Rusia Unida, el partido oficialista, en 

2020, Putin mantiene la opci~n de presentarse en 2030 a un segundo mandato de seis afos 

desde el reinicio del conteo. Gracias a la enmienda presentada por la excosmonauta 

Valentina Tereshkova, esa opcion supondria su sexto mandato desde 1999 y, en ese caso, 

podria terminar su carrera presidencial en 2036. 

Por primera vez se utilizo el sistema de voto electronico a distancia, para elegir al jefe de 

Estado, conforme a una decision adoptada por la Comisin Electoral Central. Los electores 

de 29 regiones rusas pudieron votar a distancia.

Sistema Automatizado Estatal de Elecciones. 

El sistema automatizado estatal de elecciones es un programa informtico que garantiza el 

recuento de las papeletas, de manera precisa y rpida.

Paraguay y las arbovirosis 

Historicamente, la mayoria de los casos de arbovirosis reportados en la region corresponden 
al dengue, que se considera una enfermedad end~mica en Paraguay desde el afo 2009,y se 
registran brotes aproximadamente cada tres a~0s. 

Segn inform~ la Direcci~n General de Desarrollo de Servicios y Redes de Salud, los datos 

actuales muestran que, desde principios del aro 2023, se observa una fuerte transmisin de 

la enfermedad en las Am~ricas, y se espera un aumento de los indices de transmisin en 

nuestra region, relacionado con condiciones meteorologicas favorables para la 
proliferacin de los mosquitos. 

En el caso del Virus Chikungunya (CHIKV), ha aumentado notablemente la expansion de 

casos de la enfermedad ms all de las reas historicas de transmisi~n. En nuestro pais, el 

primer caso de transmisi~n autctona se confirm en el afo 2015, cuando se registraron 
brotes puntuales en algunos departamentos. El actual brote epid~mico en Paraguay, que 
comenz en octubre de 2022, no tiene precedentes en cuanto a magnitud, con el agravante 
de la notificacin de altos indices de formas clinicas poco habituales, como la 

meningoencefalitis en la poblacin peditrica.
